| am very pleased to have this opportunity to share a
few thoughts on the Bermuda Aquarium, Museum &
Zoo, the Bermuda Zoological Society, and conservation
of nature in Bermuda. As the Minister for the
Environment, | have come to greatly appreciate how
these two organisations work together in harmony to
deliver programmes that are appropriately tailored to
engage Bermudian residents and visitors. Through
presenting exhibits and educational programmes to
promote care and appreciation of nature, they support
the broader objectives of my Ministry. It is my belief that
when empowered with knowledge of our unique Island,
our people can make informed decisions to live in
harmony with nature; they can meet their own needs
without compromising the future.

During the past year, my Cabinet colleagues and |
have supported and eagerly monitored the development
of a strategy for sustainability of our Island home. This
is a large and complex effort which will touch every
element in our community.

A sustained effort to achieve sustainability
is required, and will, to a large degree, define the
mandate of my Ministry.

This truth has been amply demonstrated this year with
the widely publicised successes that have been achieved
by the Cahow Restoration Project. A species on the
brink of extinction is now on the road to recovery. That
is a significant achievement, but one that continues to
require a sustained effort.

This year; we intend to gazette a list of threatened and
endangered species under the Protected Species Act,
and for each of these, we will actively work to secure
a positive future.

Fortunately, as the Cahow story has shown, if we
provide a home for endemic species that is safe from
the threat of invasive species and human encroachment,
many will thrive. That makes sense; they are perfectly
adapted to Bermuda as it was before we arrived. The
most important thing we can do is protect their home.
In this light, | am proud to be associated with the
creation of a nature reserve at Cooper’s Island. In the
past year, we set aside this magnificent 77-acre parcel of
land for the promotion of nature, to create a home for
those original Bermudians, and to create an educational
venue to further promote care and appreciation for our
Island ecosystem.

Not only will we promote the survival of endangered
species by involving young people in the reforestation
of this site with native and endemic species, but they
can literally grow with the reserve such that they truly
understand and own this jewel. | firmly believe this is
one special way that we can create a better future for
Bermuda.

Laying a firm foundation

This has been an extremely exciting and busy year at
BAMZ. Much of it has been dedicated to laying the
foundation for a host of new programmes and exhibits
that will continue to improve the facility over the coming
years. The word “foundation’ has a variety of different
meanings which apply to BAMZ. In this connotation, it
obviously means providing a solid footing from which to
grow. However, it can also mean providing a “base of
knowledge” and “starting something new.” BAMZ is
committed to inspiring care and appreciation of island
environments through environmental education to our
visitors and members, and through new exhibits and
programmes.We are proud of our legacy and want to
ensure we continue to grow and improve. For the past
two years, we have been raising funds to make our
vision for the future a reality. WWe are now at a point
where we can start to make some of it happen.

The Zoo Animal Care Pavilion has undergone a
redesign and is almost ready to go out to tender. This
facility will provide the foundation for a new and
improved zoo, and will be located where our South
American Aviary now stands. Not only will it provide
necessary facilities for our zoo staff, but it will also
come equipped with a fully functional veterinary hospital
designed with our animal collection in mind. It is essential
for our external accreditation with the American Zoo
and Aquarium Association (AZA), as well as our own
peace of mind, that we are able to provide the best care
for our animals, including regular health check-ups.

Fronting this building will be our new exhibit on
Madagascar. Continuing our mission of “inspiring care
and appreciation of island environments,” we chose
Madagascar to highlight its truly amazing animal and
plant life, plus the fact many of these are critically
endangered. The exhibit will hopefully teach us lessons
about our own island and the need to preserve what
we have left. It is also intended that the exhibit will
inspire people to give back globally. We at BAMZ feel it
is important we give back in some way to the islands we
highlight. The Bermuda Zoological Society has been a
leader in this and while the majority of money raised
by BZS goes to improving BAMZ and its programmes,
a proportion is allocated yearly to helping island
environments around the world. As part of our new
exhibit, the BZS has partnered with the Dodwell Trust,
a UK charity providing support to Madagascar, to help

outfit classrooms in an area of Madagascar where
ecotourism is starting to flourish. The intent is for the
local people to learn how to care for the environment,
while at the same time benefitting from it.

Part of our Capital Campaign is aimed at raising
money to help renovate and improve what already
exists. | am happy to announce our revival of the
Children’s Discovery Cove is well underway. This area
was always meant to inspire the creative minds of
children through play and interaction.We have increased
the offerings in the area by providing both land and sea
themes, including reefs, a new improved bathysphere, a
shipwreck, an island stone fort and a thatched cottage.
Our wish is that it will provide a safe area for young
children to play and use their imagination while
introducing them to aspects of Bermuda’s natural
environment and history.

Thanks to a very generous donation to the Capital
Campaign we are in the initial stages of designing a
40-foot catamaran. It is being designed with multiple
functions in mind, one of the most important being that
it will enable us to take children and adults out on our
beautiful reefs. Its design will provide a stable platform
for teaching about Bermuda’s marine environment while
completely surrounded by it. | can think of no better
way of capturing the minds of people and getting them
actively involved in protecting our island habitats.

These examples are only the tip of the proverbial
iceberg, but they give an idea of the breadth of
development that will not only improve our facility, but
also provide something for all ages. BAMZ remains
committed to instilling a sense of wonder and under-
standing about our fragile environment and ways we can
preserve our island’s delicate balance.As always, we
remain indebted to the generosity of the Bermuda
government and our community, which enable us to
lay these foundations for future generations.

I went snorkelling in Tucker’s Bay
the other day. It was the week of
“Bermuda Day,” or, as many of us
still refer to it, “the 24th of May.”
Admittedly it’s a more mundane
moniker, but this highly descriptive
name remains true to its largely
ignored roots as the birth date of a
long dead English monarch. I love
the fact that despite forgetting
Queen Victoria, Bermudians still
cling to our unique interpretation
of the traditions of that day and
observe it primarily as the first
day of the year we venture into
the sea. This is one of those truly
Bermudian traditions that define
our culture—so I was celebrating
that and, in classically Bermudian
style, I was two days late doing so.

For those of you who don't
know, Tucker’s Bay is the first
bay to port (or left) as you pass
under Flatts Bridge into
Harrington Sound (right behind
the Aquarium). I grew up on the
shores of this bay and have
watched it change dramatically
over the years. I vividly recall that
urchins were very abundant there
in the 1950s and ’60s as there
were many times when as a
young child I went to bed with a
bread poultice wrapped to one of
my feet to draw urchin spines to
the surface of the skin for
removal in the morning. The bay
was also the source of one of my
first economic endeavours—
diving Calico Clams for sale.

I know the area well.

The great abundance of good
eating shellfish declined dramati-
cally in Harrington Sound during
the 1970s and ’80s as massive
blooms of the mat-forming alga,
Cladophora prolifera, fouled the
shallow sandy bays, displacing
this much-loved bounty.

Concern over this invasion
and fears this foretold the
collapse of Harrington Sound’s
ecosystem led to concerned
citizens forming SOS—Save
our Sound—to prompt the
government to find the cause.

A five-year project was funded
and run out of the Bermuda
Biological Station to investigate
the phenomenon, and fortunately
for me, this project provided me
my first employment opportunity

working in biology.

Despite extensive investiga-
tions, we never did uncover a
suitable explanation for the
massive algal bloom, but several
years on, the Cladophora has
receded, the sandy zones have
recovered and the shellfish are
abundant again. Harrington
Sound looks great once again.
Seagrass is reclaiming Tucker’s
Bay, juvenile Green Turtles have
moved in, scallops, clams and silk
snappers are common, and there
is even the occasional juvenile
black grouper cruising by. Nature
has resolved what we never did
fully understand. The bay has
gone full cycle, and other than an
increase in beer bottles and the
presence of some plastic debris, it
appears as healthy as it did when
I was a young child. Reflecting
on this I was filled with optimism
as I swam around the bay.

During my swim, I came
across a piece of string and
followed this down until I found
a kite, undoubtedly a remnant
from that other wonderful
Bermuda tradition—kite-flying
on Good Friday. This typically
Bermudian holiday brings our
community together to celebrate
our predominantly Christian
heritage in an Island-wide out-
door party where all are welcome.
However, this wasn’t the
traditional Bermuda kite; it was a

plastic “bird” kite. Despite having

been in the water for probably six
weeks, this kite was still airworthy.
Purchased for short-term enjoy-
ment, the durable product had
become litter on the sea floor.
And perhaps more importantly,
the string attached to this kite
was nylon—a very persistent
material. I collected the kite and
began to wind up the string.
Within feet, I came across the
first catch of this seemingly
benign bit of string. Three conchs
were tied together within inches
of each other, with the line
wrapped around and around the
fouling organisms that encrusted
their shells. Conchs are commonly
used by other sessile invertebrates
as substratum for settlement.
Local conchs commonly carry
mussels, oysters, corals and other
animals that have hitch-hiked on
their shell. Through this process,
their once smooth shells become
adorned with many snags that
may become entangled in aban-
doned string. On this particular
piece of line, I found nine conchs.
If not released, these animals
would remain tied together
continually wrapping more of the
string around their shells until
they would probably all starve
from being constrained to such a
small foraging range. This was a
pretty good catch—the most I
have seen on one piece of line was
12 conchs. I released all the
conchs in good shape except one;

Partners in conservation

Ampfey, Madagascar

As plans for our own Madagascar
exhibit took shape, the BZS
Executive recognised the need to
extend its commitment beyond
creating a design to meet the needs
of indigenous animals and those of
the visiting public—the Society had
to intensify its conservation efforts
and provide financial support for
this biologically diverse “hotspot.”
As a result, BZS provided a $6,957
grant to the Dodwell Trust, a UK-
registered charity started in 1995
by Christina Dodwell to help the
people of Madagascar.

Projects managed by the
Dodwell Trust include conservation
and community development work.
BZS funds, matched by other con-
servation partners, will outfit three
classrooms at a Learning Centre in

the small village of Ampefy. The
learning centre will provide a range
of classes and training courses and
implement some local flora, fauna
and health projects, including a
lemur survey, studies on bilharzias
and endemic fruit trees, and the
conservation of mulberry forests
where wild silk-worms breed.

Papua New Guinea

BZS continues to champion the
Tree Kangaroo Conservation
Project (TKCP) in Papua New
Guinea with another contribution
of $2,000. Under the direction of
Dr. Lisa Dabek the TCKP is part of
the American Zoo and Aquarium
Association’s Tree Kangaroo Species
Survival Plan, in which BAMZ also
participates. Dr. Dabek believes

this was just a dead shell and
carried an additional adorn-
ment—monofilament line and a
heavily-encrusted fishing lure.
Presumably this unlucky animal
had been long tethered, and had
expired before his colleagues tied
his shell up in the newly arrived
kite string.

I share this story with the
intent of highlighting the need
for consideration of the implica-
tions of our actions. The owner
of this kite would surely be
horrified to learn how a seemingly
innocent lost kite could have
trapped and essentially tortured
innocent creatures. A celebration
of Bermuda’s wonderful outdoors,
quite likely a very positive
parent/child interaction, went
awry. And undoubtedly, they
never knew.

At least in part, this is an
advertisement for traditional kites
flown with biodegradable string.
Let’s continue to celebrate our
cultural traditions, particularly
those which bind us to the land
and sea. Let’s do this in a fashion
that celebrates the natural beauty
around us—but with care. I did
also find a traditional Bermuda
kite in the bay that day. Its
wooden sticks were a bit floppy
and the string was beginning to
break down. It would never fly
again, but neither would it trap
a conch. Sometimes, the old
ways are best.

2006 will be a milestone for the
TKCP anticipating the formal decla-
ration by the national government
of the Yupno, Urawa and Som Rivers
Conservation Area, which will be
the first area to be established
under the Papua New Guinea’s
Conservation Areas Act (1978).
More than 150,000 acres of wildlife
habitat on the Huon Peninsula will
be protected, including the rainfor-
est habitat of the endangered
Matschie’s tree kangaroo. Because
of the long-term support of AZA
zoos, including BAMZ/BZS, the
TKCP has been able to provide
education and training for three in-
country staff members who are
now poised as future conservation
leaders in Papua, New Guinea.

The BZS Schools Programme pro-
vides unique experiences and key
resources to Bermuda students and
teachers—free of charge. Classes at
BAMZ are provided on more than 20
topics, as well as on Discovery Room
themes, and aim to support learning
requirements of the government sci-
ence curricula.

Guided field trips to Bermuda’s
nature reserves—wonderful outdoor
experiences—are often the first visit to
a nature reserve for many children.
Teaching kits called resource boxes are
also available on over 30 topics,
including things like videos, puzzles,
books and teaching ideas.

Key resources for teachers include
Book Bags, books from our Junior
Library, and the Project Nature publi-
cations. Distribution of a variety of
Project Nature publications—includ-
ing the latest, 4 Teaching Guide to the
Biology and Geology of Bermuda—to all
public and private schools in Bermuda
will be completed by December, 2006,
and all are for sale at the BAMZ Gift
Shop. These reference materials are
the ultimate tools in the teaching of
Bermuda natural history topics, both
terrestrial and marine.

The essence of the Schools
Programme is the provision of
experiential learning that supports
the learning children receive in
schools. The beautiful BAMZ
exhibits, close-up encounters with
animals like Stumpy the Green
Iguana and Jessie the Parrot, plus
sea turtle and other animal feed-
ings, and examination of speci-
mens like coral skeletons, stuffed
birds, reptile skin and shark jaws,
are all elements used to make classes
as engaging, instructive and memo-
rable as possible.

These experiences benefit students,
as they appeal to a broad range of
learning styles and aptitudes and help
students experience success. In many
cases, a class at BAMZ is also one of
the few opportunities children have to
experience the natural world directly.
In Bermuda’s suburban and urban
environment today, many youngsters
do not play outdoors, and therefore
are not exposed to basic features of
the natural world like plants, soil,
insects, lizards, birds, fish, crabs, sea
urchins and other common Bermuda
animals. Visits to BAMZ may be their
only positive natural experiences.

Not only do classes and resources

have direct benefits in schools, but
experiential learning also fosters an
emotional connection with the natural
world and builds important back-
ground knowledge about the Island’s
environment. As Bermuda’s economy
and population continue to grow, so
will the pressure on the environment
and the importance of citizens making
appropriate decisions to support and
protect it.

Other educational experiences
available at BAMZ, such as the
summer Aqua Camps, Junior
Volunteer Programme, Nonsuch
Camp, Nature Encounter Programme,
Discovery Room Exhibit, Bermuda
Natural History Courses and summer
Student Internship Programme also
support this kind of learning and
nurture an environmental ethic in the
future leaders of Bermuda.

Since numbers of students served
were first recorded in 1985, the
Schools Programme has engaged over
100,000 schoolchildren, with nearly a
third attending in the last six years.
The programme has a wide reach into
our community; close to two-thirds of
kids served come from public schools,
one-third from private facilities.

Opver the last year, the BAMZ bus
has made a great deal of difference,

enabling many more children to visit
the facility. The bus is mandated to
bring groups to and from the
Aquarium for educational visits, free
of charge. The beautifully decorated
and vibrantly-hued vehicle puts stu-
dents of all ages in the right frame of
mind—excited, inspired and open to
experience wonder.

‘With the continued assistance of
the bus and its driver, Mr. Arthur
Richards, as well as the continued
community support for the BZS
Education Department activities, we
hope the Schools Programme will
grow in its reach to schools and con-
tinue to nurture a love for Bermuda’s
environment and science in the
Island’s children and teachers in
the future.

Projects

Reef mapping

It is the objective of the Bermuda Reef Ecosystem Assessment
and Mapping programme (BREAM) to map and provide a
long-term assessment of all Bermuda’s marine habitats and
biodiversity. Assessing the environmental health of Bermuda’s
sealife is particularly vital now because many of the fish, coral
reefs and seagrass meadows in the Caribbean are in devastating
decline. The information the BREAM team collects helps
manage our marine environment, guides scientific research,
and allows the public to appreciate the magnificent marine life
around our Island.

By 2005, BREAM had mapped most of Bermuda’s reefs and
all its seagrass into a Geographic Information System (GIS)
database, and for the first time, the task of surveying reef
habitats across the entire Bermuda reef platform could begin.
BREAM researchers, volunteers and
interns surveyed 25 sites on the
shallow rim reef that encompasses
the lagoon, 33 patch reefs in the
lagoon, and started assessing fore-reef
sites. Reefs were surveyed using the

e il Atlantic and Gulf Rapid Reef
Assessment (AGRRA) protocol; the
same technique used in countries across the Caribbean—thus
providing a standard yardstick to compare our coral reefs with
those across the Western Atlantic. Using the AGRRA protocol,
we measured ecologically meaningful parameters including the
type, abundance and size of corals and fish at each reef, the
density of algae and the abundance of important animals such
as the sea urchins and hermit crabs that graze on algae.The
dataset is critical as it allows the BREAM team to monitor the
ecological well-being of the reefs of Bermuda, so that they can
remain one of the healthiest in all of the Western Atlantic.

Counting killifish

There are approximately 430 species of fish living in and
around Bermuda, of which eight are considered endemic. One
quarter of these endemics are killifish, residing in nine isolated,
brackish water ponds totalling less than 0.2 km2.The remain-
ing six species inhabit approximately 1,000 km2 of reef plat-
form (the area of ocean from shore to the 100m depth con-
tour).

Although Bermuda’s killifishes have been resident for
thousands of years, very little is known about them.The killifish
project began as a Master’s thesis in July 2004, with the aim of
establishing baseline information regarding their present distri-
bution, population characteristics and reproductive biology.VWe
now know all nine populations are still alive, despite recent
fears that two might have died out. Unfortunately, no additional
populations were discovered.VVe also have a complete picture
of how many fish are currently living in seven of the nine
ponds, what the different sex ratios are between adult females
and adult males, and the overall health of each population.
Tissue samples were also collected from all nine populations and
sent to a genetics laboratory in California to determine if there
are other killifish species in Bermuda. The study also indicates
our killifish breed for more than half the year and that some
females can lay over 100 eggs every time they spawn. Killifish
recovery plans are being drafted using this information.



Camps

Some 580 children took part in Aqua Camps that ran
for seven weeks, with 47 attending on full scholar-
ships. The camps are open to children from pre-
school-age to Middle 2 (Grade 7). They are week-long
learning camps designed to give kids the opportunity
to have positive experiences with nature.

A total of 65 children attended the two-day
winter holiday camps for Pl through P4 students.
Spring Break Camp ran for four days and 74 children
from P| to P4 attended. Thirteen students participated
in the Nonsuch Island Natural History Camp. Running
for more than 20 years, this camp is a residential
course in Bermuda’s natural history, based on the
Nonsuch Island “Living Museum” Nature Reserve;
typically, it involves a dozen students, aged 15 or 6.
This year, participants came from CedarBridge
Academy, Saltus Grammar School, Bermuda High
School and Warwick Academy.

Bermuda Natural History Course (Part I)
—Fall 2005

Forty-six people took part, including 18 teachers and
four Parks Department employees. Thirteen lectures
and six field trips cover the basics of Bermuda
Natural History.

Bermuda Natural History Course (Part 2)
—Spring 2006

Twenty people registered, down from 56 the previous
year.The drop may have been because the course was
restricted to people who had completed Part |.
Twelve presentations and three field trips were
offered.

Teacher Workshops

Ministry of Education and Development mentor
teachers on September 16,2005; BUT/Ministry of
Education and Development workshops on
November 7 and 8.The workshops included “A
Nature Walk at Blue Hole Park” for secondary teach-
ers and “Make Natural History More Than Just a
Science Lesson” for primary and preschool teachers.

Publications

The last publication in the Project Nature Field Study
Guide series, A Teaching Guide to the Biology and
Geology of Bermuda, as well as the preceding five vol-
umes, have been distributed to all schools and public
libraries.

The production and distribution of these publica-
tions is the result of a rewarding partnership between
the BZS and Bermuda Paint Co. Ltd, which has donat-
ed more than $12,000 to the project.

Eco File binders, a collection of articles on
Bermuda natural history and environmental science
topics, were first donated to schools and public
libraries in 1994 and have been updated for re-distri-
bution, thanks again to support from Bermuda Paint
Company Ltd.

Dr. Martin Thomas, author of most of the Project
Nature Field Guides, is next due to review the Sandy
Shore and Rocky Coast field guides and work with
the BZS Education Department to create information
and photo leaflets for primary and secondary school-
aged children.

Learning Through Landscapes Bermuda

In September 2005, Sarrah Hamza took over as coor-
dinator for the programme, with previous programme
coordinator Romelle Warner assuming a consultant
role. St. George’s Prep, Purvis Primary, The Child
Development Project, St. David’s Primary and Lagoon
Park Preschool are reaching their goals to improve
their grounds. Support for the schools includes the
Prison Service, Community Police Officers and some
very resourceful parents. In January, LTLB received
$10,000 from an anonymous source.

Nature Encounters

Forty-three nature encounters were offered to more
than 900 people. Those for children aged three to
seven were very popular. Two new encounters were
created for three- to four-year-olds. One involved
learning animal movements through simple yoga
movements; in the other, children learned about coral
reef life through songs and finger rhymes. The sign-up
process for Nature Walks was changed. Previously,
attendance had been disappointing, so rather than ask-
ing for prior payment, donations were invited on the
day. This not only increased our attendance from an
average of 20 to 68, but also eliminated the complica-
tion of cancellation refunds due to inclement weather.

Discovery Room

More than 900 parents and children participated in
the Animal Story sessions and several hundred stu-
dents joined Discovery Room classes on various
themes.Volunteers provide extra activities on week-
ends, from making a simple puppet to paper-plate
caterpillars.

Interpretive Tours

A total of 359 daily tours were conducted for local
and overseas school groups, teachers, travel agents,
donors and conference guests—up from 291 the pre-
vious year; there were 24 facility tours and 36 eco-
tours. The School Career Day revealed a growing
interest among youngsters to pursue studies in
Environmental Science. From April to October,
“BAMZ Ambassadors” greeted incoming tour buses,
assisted with daily dive talk/animal tours, and facilitat-
ed the flow of government camps through the facility.

Diversity

As the Bermuda Biodiversity Project
approaches its |0th anniversary, we can
look back on another exciting year, which
has seen our own research programmes
flourish, a suite of new collaborative
initiatives, our commitment to education
and outreach strengthening, and unwavering
financial support from our sponsors.

With the assistance of interns (two
Bermudians, one American, one Costa
Rican and one Colombian), our BREAM
initiative under Thad Murdoch’s leadership
completed 50 benthic surveys (fish, corals),
representing the first comprehensive,
Island-wide assessment and mapping of
Bermuda’s reefs. Coupled with the
discovery of the nudibranch Tritonia
hamnerorum, (a first for Bermuda), plans
for restoration of the now-depleted coral
Oculina in Harrington Sound, and a
collaborative venture with the Aquarium
to improve coral husbandry, it was a busy
year underwater.

In-house education thrived as BBP
Researcher Mark Outerbridge submitted
his MSc. thesis on Bermuda’s killifish. He
then teamed up with Dr. Martin Thomas
to survey the Island’s ponds, and initiated
a study of our Diamondback terrapins
with the University of California. Further
collaborations with both sides of the
Atlantic, and other local institutions saw
us assisting in; sea-level studies, surveys of
Cahows, Green Herons, Calico Clams and
seagrasses, historic wrecks filming, marine
moorings maintenance and the develop-
ment of species and habitat recovery
plans.As a result, 10 peer-reviewed
scientific publications were assigned a
BBP Contribution number this year, and
three technical reports were produced.

The production of a 10-minute film
on Bermuda’s caves by award-winning
Karst Productions brought a new
dimension to our programme with
promises of further subterranean
excitement in 2006. Further outreach
was accomplished through 10 lectures,
four press releases and several articles
for newsletters and magazines.

Financial support for the BBP continues
to be tremendous, and in addition to the
ongoing support of the Ernest E. Stempel
Foundation, the BZS and the Bermuda
government, we are excited to have
secured our first NOAA grant, funding
from the UK government and generous
donations from Joe Smetana, the Bridge
Charitable Trust and the Bermuda Fry
Angle Association. In-kind support for the
Environmental Systems Research Institute
has also been gratefully received.

In 2005, we officially launched our second
multi-year capital campaign, enthusiastically
chaired by William D. (Rick) Mello. He was
joined by 35 volunteers from our community
who made phone calls, visited potential
donors and secured gifts to the Campaign for
the Bermuda Aquarium, Museum & Zoo.

The Bermuda Zoological Society has
always been fortunate to enjoy the full support
of Bermuda’s philanthropic community, but
we didn’t realise quite how far this generosity
extended; the response from the international
sector, local businesses, members and friends
has been overwhelming. The $6.7 million
raised so far represents 381 contributions
from 333 individuals and 48 corporations and
foundations. Additionally, the Bermuda
government has generously pledged $2.136
million towards a state-of-the-art Animal
Care Pavilion that will open next year.

The Animal Care Pavilion includes a zoo
hospital and quarantine facility and is just one
of several major developments planned over
the next decade:

A key goal of the campaign is to add $2
million to our existing Education Endowment
to support BZS programmes currently offering
science classes and camps to more than 5,000
children every year. A total of $682,000 in has
already been contributed to this fund.

‘We need to establish a $1 million
Conservation Endowment to ensure the
Bermuda Biodiversity Project can continue
identifying high-priority conservation issues
and developing action plans involving com-
munity participation to preserve Bermuda’s
natural heritage. So far, $36,000 has been
gifted to this new endowment fund.

The $2.7-million Animal Care Pavilion
will be constructed at the centre of the zoo,
alongside a new exhibit saluting the Island of
Madagascar. This exhibit will not only show-
case that island’s biodiversity, but also draw
attention to its cultural history. So far, $2.3
million has been pledged to this project.

Architectural plans for the renovation of
the $1-million front entrance renewal are well
underway. Our next step is to engage a retail
consultant and interior designer to assist with
the challenges of customer flow and service. A
total of $500,000 has been designated towards
front entrance and gift shop renewal.

The Hogfish exhibit (tank 25), supported
by Jim and Teri Babcock and Outerbridge’s
Peppers, had a major revamp early in 2005.
Found rocks, colourful sponges and algae
has transformed the exhibit into a stepped
shoreline similar to what is found in
Harrington Sound.

The Wildlife Rehabilitation Centre was
busy again this year, receiving 60 patients,
30 of which were sea turtles. Of particular
note was the green turtle “Split Ends,” who
was brought to BAMZ by Tom Whayman
and Marine Police in June suffering from a
deep, 10-inch propeller injury. The turtle
underwent immediate surgery to stabilise
his shell, thus beginning a daily regimen of
wound-care.

In November, five months after arriving
at BAMZ, Split Ends was tagged by the
Bermuda Turtle Project and released.
Unfortunately, he was found several days
later in a state of distress and brought back
to BAMZ. A second attempt to release
him was aborted when the turtle would
not submerge.

Dolphin Quest generously allowed us
to use their holding tank that opens
directly into the ocean and after two false
starts, Split Ends was returned to the sea
on March 13 this year. Other patients
received in rehab included 30 seabirds
representing three species, the majority
being Longtails.

Incredibly, for only the second time in
recorded history, a Loggerhead turtle nest
was discovered in Bermuda. Volunteers
were scheduled to monitor the nest on
Cooper’s Island beach during the 60-day
incubation, but as Hurricane Harvey
approached, the Island, it was feared the
predicted above-normal storm surge would
drown the nest.

The 150 eggs were carefully removed
and repacked in a Styrofoam cooler, where
they were incubated until hatching. The
hatchlings were returned to the beach in
the middle of the night, where they were
set free on the sand. Hopefully, some of
these turtles will return to Bermuda in the
next 30 years to begin the cycle anew.

Bermuda turtles

Thirty-seven years on, the Bermuda Turtle Project
remains committed to promoting the conservation
of marine turtles through research and education.
Twelve days of sampling were held in 2005. Sixty-
one volunteers who donated a total of 2,224
hours of their time accompanied team members.

In August, the BTP began using a new entangle-
ment net that was on loan from the Florida Fish
and Wildlife Conservation Commission. All turtles
captured in the entanglement net were immature,
and all were tagged and released at the capture
site. Blood samples or skin biopsies were obtained
for genetic analyses.

174 green turtles (Chelonia mydas)
were captured at | | sites around the
Island;

The turtles ranged in size from
24.9-70cm straight carapace length;

14 hawksbills (Eretmochelys
imbricata) were captured ranging in
size from 19.9-38.1cm;

eight hawksbills were strandings
and six were live captures made by
recreational divers;

I'l green turtles were stranded
dead;

one live, pelagic-sized loggerhead
(12em carapace length) was recovered
and released with a PIT tag (Passive
Integrated Transponder tags are
about the size of a grain of rice. They
are injected internally under the skin
or into muscle of sea turtles).

The recapture rate is affected by
the extent to which we sample the exact same
sites as in previous years: 27 of the recaptures
were second captures of the individual turtles; 12
were third captures; three were fourth captures.
All but three of the recaptures were made at the
same site at which the turtles had originally been
tagged, illustrating the high degree of fidelity shown
by green turtles in developmental habitat.

A cautionary note: one green turtle tagged by
the BTP in April 2004 was found dead by a
Bermuda resident on Cowground Flat in August
2005. Floating in only eight feet of water, the young
turtle was tethered to the reef by derelict nylon
rope looped around one flipper.

Three international tag returns of green turtles
tagged in Bermuda were logged during 2005: one
each in Nicaragua, Cuba and the United States.

Two of the captures were made by fishermen.
The recapture in Cuba came only four months
after the turtle was tagged in Bermuda. The inter-
national tag return from Florida involved a 62.8cm
green turtle that was originally captured by the
BTP in 2002 near the Vixen wreck. It was recap-
tured in 2005 at the St. Lucie Power Plant on

Hutchinson Island, Florida. The turtle’s front flippers
had minor constriction wounds and the turtle had
ingested some nylon rope.

The turtle was transported to SeaWorld for
rehabilitation and then fitted with a satellite
transmitter before being released. The turtle,
named “Jennifer” (after me!), headed south and
then west through the Florida Keys before taking
up residence in an area near the Marquesas Islands.

The 10th Annual BTP International Course on
the Biology and Conservation of Sea Turtles took
place July 31-August 12, 2005.

Drs.Anne and Peter Meylan and Jennifer Gray
taught the two-week course. Dr. Thiery Work of
the National Marine Fisheries Service in Hawaii
presented a lecture on sea turtle diseases and
other mortality factors. Participants came from
Bermuda, Colombia, Guatemala, Mexico, St.

Kitts, Nevis, Peru, and the US.

The Bermuda Aquarium, Museum and Zoo and
the Caribbean Conservation Corporation sponsor
the course. Scholarships for 2005 participants
were provided by ChevronTexaco International,
The Caribbean Conservation Corporation, Friends
of the Bermuda Aquarium, Mr. James Babcock and
Mrs.Teri Ludwick Babcock.

Additionally, logistical, housing and transportation
support was gratefully received from Oleander
Cycles, Suzi and Carl Johnson, Carol Terceira, Ron
and Lorraine Lucas, Ed and Marion Manuel, Pete
and Lyn Llewelyn and Gene and Susan Harvey.

The BTP furthers its environmental education
goals through public lectures and information
packets that were delivered to all public primary
and middle schools and to three private schools in
September of 2005.

Included in the packets is the Bermuda Turtle
Project Educator’s Guide prepared in collaboration
with the Caribbean Conservation Corporation and
Caribbean Sea Turtles, and a poster designed in
collaboration with the Wider Caribbean Sea Turtle
Conservation Network.



Zoo

The Zoo continues to become
involved in global conservation
efforts, mainly through the American
Zoo and Aquarium Association’s
programmes, and in particular, with
the Species Survival Plans (SSP).
Each SSP manages the breeding of
a species to maintain a healthy and
self-sustaining population that is
both genetically diverse and
demographically stable.

Currently BAMZ manages the
following species on some level
under the guidance of the SSP
coordinator:Asian Small Clawed
Otters, Golden Lion Tamarins,
Parma Wallabies, Matschies Tree
Kangaroos, and Ring-Tailed
Lemurs. In 2005, we added another
species to our list, the Radiated
Tortoise (Geochelone radiate), a
rare Madagascan species that will
be exhibited in the new
Madagascar exhibit.

BAMZ also participates in the
management of global species
through Taxon Advisory Groups
(TAG). This group assists in the
selection of appropriate species
for AZA conservation programmes
and provides a forum for discussing
husbandry, veterinary, ethical and
other issues. TAG species at
BAMZ include Chiropteran (bats),
Marsupials and Monotremes,
Prosimians (Lemurs) and small
Carnivores.

New species imports this year
have been exceptionally high due
to the pending development of
the Madagascar exhibit and the
redevelopment of several smaller
exhibits in the Australasia exhibit.

These species include a
Prehensile Tailed Skink,
Madagascan Hissing Cockroaches,
West Indian Whistling Ducks,
Bahama Pin-tails, New Caledonian
Crested Geckos,Veiled Chameleon
and two species of Madagascan
snakes.

Zoo volunteers have logged
over 1,787 hours and our Junior
Volunteers have spent 225.5 hours
over weekends, to maintain and
enhance the animals’ welfare and
the exhibits they reside in.
Enrichment programmes have
increased over the past year and a
database has been designed to
maintain a permanent record of all
the enrichment activities the keep-
ers and volunteers create.

Projects

The Amphibian

2005 field surveys showed the
incidence of deformities in
Bermuda’s toads (Bufo marinus)
was very high for the sixth year in
a row. Ponds in nature reserves
continued to be among the worst
sites; breeding ponds in five differ-
ent reserves all had deformity
rates from 15-50 percent.Two of
three golfcourse ponds surveyed
also had high abnormality rates.
Data from crossover studies
conducted at Fort Environmental
Laboratories indicated female
toads may have a considerable
effect on their offspring’s develop-
ment. Results indicated females
are transferring petroleum hydro-
carbons and heavy metals from
their ovaries to their embryos
when they form eggs, and these
transferred contaminants may

want to increase the display space
by installing new slat wall. This
will give us approximately 30
percent more hanging display area.
We are also looking to purchase
more goods from local suppliers,
thereby giving us a greater
cost/sales ratio and hopefully
improving our net sales at the end
of the year 2007.

Facility rentals: 76 functions were
held in 2005-06, of which 37 were
internal BZS events.

Birthday parties: BAMZ hosted
53 children’s birthday parties for a
total income of $15,100. This is an
increase of 14 parties over 2004.
Our greatest advertising seems to
be the “feel-good factor” that each
child has at the end of a party.

We have advertised the birthday
parties in Critter Tulk and the
Bermuda Sun’s Birthday Party
supplement and we anticipate this
will generate more bookings.

greatly increase the larval (tad-
pole) development time, as well as
significantly increase the tadpoles’
deformity and mortality rates.
These studies confirmed tadpoles
are being affected by contaminants
absorbed from their environment
and from their mothers.

Samples collected in January
and August showed road run-off
contains a variety of metals and, at
some sites, petroleum hydrocar-
bons.These data indicate road run-
off may be contributing
contaminant to a number of
ponds; however, preliminary results
also suggest it is not the only
source of these contaminants.

In addition, work on a dynamic
population model projecting toad
population trends 10 years into
the future is in progress. Based on
preliminary results, a risk for toad
population decline is probable, but
further verification is needed.

|. DESCRIPTION OF BUSINESS

The Bermuda Zoological Society (the
“Society”) is a non-profit support
organization set up primarily to provide
assistance in maintaining the Bermuda
Aquarium, Museum & Zoo located

at Flatts Village and to aid in the
presentation of lectures, workshops and
exhibits. The Society also operates a gift
shop located at the Aquarium.

2.ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been pre-
pared in accordance with accounting
principles generally accepted in Bermuda
and Canada except that they are pre-
pared on a cash basis instead of on the
accrual basis, and a statement of cash
flows has not been included as it would
not provide any additional useful infor-
mation. The Society has adopted the fol-
lowing significant accounting policies:

Investments

Bonds and equity securities are carried
at cost. Realized gains and losses on
sales of investments are recognized as
investment income.

Inventory
Gift shop inventory is carried at the
lower of cost and net realizable value.

Donated services

The Society records the value of donat-
ed services at fair value when the fair
value can be reasonably estimated, and
the services are normally purchased and
would be paid for if not donated.

Capital assets

Capital assets are expensed in the year
of purchase. During the year, capital
assets purchased and expensed of
$7,579 (2005 — $9,846) are included in
membership development and office
expenditures in the statement of opera-
tions, $Nil (2005 — $Nil) in the conces-
sion fund in the statement of changes in
fund balances, $13,370 (2005 — $23,792)
in the education equipment fund in the
statement of changes in fund balances,
and $Nil (2005 — $380) in the educa-
tion fund in the statement of changes in
fund balances.

Fair value of financial instruments

The estimated fair value of the Society’s
financial instruments approximates their
carrying values, except for investments
which are carried at cost with their fair
value disclosed on the statement of
financial position.

3. DONATIONS

Audit fees for the year ended March 31,
2006 are recorded at their fair value of
$9,020 (2005: $9,250). The actual
amount charged for the audit is $4,020
(2005: $3,700) with the difference of
$5,000 (2005 — $5,550) being recorded
as a non-designated donation to the
general fund. All amounts are recorded
in the year paid.

restricted funds as shown in the state-
ment of changes in fund balances.
